Minutes of Meeting
August 30, 2010

	The meeting was called to order by President Janet Pilkey in the Gause school cafeteria on Monday, August 30, 2010 with 16 members present.  Welcome: Janet Pilkey welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Information was distributed including minutes from the May 3, 2010 meeting, treasurer report, soccer sign-up sheets, and the room parent sign-up sheet was passed around.  Janet Pilkey made a motion to have an amendment in the May Parents Club officer elections.  Shannon Bell resigned as secretary before the August 2010 meeting; therefore, Courtney Todd will replace Shannon Bell as secretary.  Debby Smith seconded the motion and it carried.
	Treasurer report: Balance on hand as of 8/30/2010 is $260.95 in checking and $5,516.94 in savings.  The checking balance started with $1692.01 and the expected summer expenses were deducted.  The only unexpected expense was the pea gravel which was put under the new see-saw on the playground, which was an unexpected safety requirement and expense, and decided, by a unanimous vote via email during the summer.  Bank card changes will have to be made to add new officers Courtney Todd and Carrian Kirk to the account due to the new officer election, in order for them to sign checks.  Changes to the bank signature card are as follows:
Add Courtney Todd and Carrian Kirk to the signature card.  Remove Kimberly Blakely and Shawn Walton from the signature card.  Keep Jennifer Trowbridge and Janet Pilkey on the signature card.     
 Shawn Walton made a motion to accept the slate of officers nominated by acclimation and approved the update of the signature card at the bank to reflect the new officers.  LaDonna Bonorden seconded the motion and it carried.  
	Old Business: The new playground equipment purchased last spring is on the playground and the kids are enjoying it.  Pea gravel was purchased as surfacing for under the new equipment as a safety measure.  The 5th-8th grade AR field trip to Six Flags was reported as fun for all and the money provided for students to pay for their lunch and drink was greatly appreciated.  The leftover Butter Braids in the teacher lounge refrigerator were used at various occasions, per Mr. Bell.  
	New Business: Soccer sign-ups were: August 19th, August 23rd, August 26th, with two more to come: August 31st and September 2nd.  There were already quite a few coaches to volunteer, but as of tonight, sponsors are few.  So far, there are 17 children to sign-up for the 4-6 year old team and 15 players for the 7-9 year old team.  The plan is to play 4 teams.  This will not be possible unless more players sign up at the next two registration dates.  If there are not enough to sign up, we may have to look into the possibility of just joining the Bryan league.  Lisa Koenig made a motion for the Gause 4-H club to run the concession stand during soccer season and Shawn Walton seconded the motion and it carried.  Soccer photos will be taken by the Parents Club rather than a professional photography company and therefore a photo form of what will be offered was passed around in order for members to make any suggestions.  RIF: Reading is Fundamental is a government grant that pays for 80% of the $1069.00 total of books distributed to students.  The 20% that the Parents Club pays will be approximately $267.00 this year, but as committee chair Shawn Walton discussed, there is the possibility that we may have to pay some additional money this year because of the unexpected increase in the number of students.  There are 178 students this year versus the 151 projected students from last year.  We will know in December if additional money is needed for RIF.  Fundraising: It was discussed and decided in the meeting, that there will not be a fall fundraiser this year.  The Christmas Shop will be the first fundraiser of the year and it was decided that it will serve as a way to raise money this year, rather than just a place for students to buy gifts for their families.  Because of the tremendous time/effort it takes, it was decided to use the Christmas Shop as a small fundraiser.  The t-shirt fundraising idea was discussed and due to the Booster Club selling shirts and the economy, it was decided against.  Room Parents: The room parent sign-up sheet was passed around.  Carrian Kirk will get the list of students in each class to each “room mom”.  Web Site:  Shawn Walton will continue to maintain the Parents Club web site this school year.  Book Fair: It was decided that there will be one book fair this school year and it will be in the Spring, focusing on earning books rather than money.  Class Pictures: Class pictures are scheduled for September 17th  and Brandi Grandchamp made the motion to charge $5.00 for a 5x7 picture.  LaDonna Bonorden seconded the motion and it carried.  Next Meeting: October 4th, 2010 is when the next meeting is scheduled at 6:15pm in the Gause School cafeteria.
