Minutes of Meeting
October 4, 2010

The only new business within the financial report was the fire prevention posters/envelopes and tape, which would cost $128.25 + $3.25 for this year’s fire prevention week poster judging/contest.  Shawn Walton made a motion to accept the approval of last meeting’s minutes and the financial report.  LaDonna Bonorden seconded the motion and it carried.  
	New Business: The storage building clean out day was scheduled for 11/4/2010 at 5:00pm and all members were encouraged to help.  The idea of putting the soccer team photos in the newspaper along with a thank you to team sponsors was discussed, but nothing was decided due to unknown prices of the printing.  Class pictures were taken, but there were a few classes that needed to take retakes, but everything else was a reported success.  Soccer pictures were scheduled to be taken during the next week; weather pending.  A proposal sheet for pictures throughout the year by the Parents Club was passed out.  It had possible ideas/suggestions for picture event fundraising throughout the year.  Members were encouraged to add ideas and suggestions or take away the ones already listed.  It was decided that pictures taken by the GPC will be $3.00 for a 4x6 picture.  Janet Pilkey made a motion to accept the prices for the upcoming year for pictures and Carrian Kirk seconded the motion and it carried.  RIF: The first distribution date was set for 12/17/10.  Shawn Walton proposed the school making a video or taking a picture wishing RIF a happy 44th birthday.  The winner of this contest receives $500 towards the RIF birthday party celebration at your school and gets 50 books free. Room parents: Halloween is the first FMNV party of the year and parties are scheduled to take place 10/29/10.  Spring Fundraiser: There will not be a fall fundraiser, but ideas were requested for a spring fundraiser, which is scheduled around mid February.  We discussed the possible idea of selling Butter Braids again.  Website: The website is updated and a Facebook and Twitter page have been added.  So far, Facebook has 22 “likes” or fans.  Members were encouraged to check it out and spread the word.  Christmas Shop: The chairperson nominated for the Christmas Shop was Brandi Grandchamp, along with three co-chairs: Carrian Kirk, Shawn Walton and Jennifer Trowbridge.  The price limits were set on items, which is: $0.25-$8.00.  Members were updated on what has been purchased thus far (which there is only a little box of items in the storage room), so members were encouraged to start buying things and to keep their receipts in order to be reimbursed.  Box Tops: The Box Tops contest has started and a popcorn party will be awarded to the winning class.  Ideas were discussed as to what to buy with the money.  There will be a separate contest in junior high – with the winning class getting free ice cream on a day that is not Friday.  Additional business: The Capri sun fundraiser was discussed and the school would receive 2 cents per recycled pouch.  The Clorox Grant competition for a new track/field was discussed, which runs from October 5th – November 1st and members were encouraged to vote and to get others to vote.  Purchasing new playground balls for classrooms was discussed, but was decided that we would wait for a later date.  Members were asked to be coming up with some ideas as to what to purchase this year as we will be setting goals soon.  Teachers were emailed for ideas that they would like purchased.
