Minutes of Meeting

December 8, 2009

The online banking access will only be available to Jennifer Trowbridge.
Old Business – AR store: the $500.00 donated will be distributed as receipts are turned in Jennifer will keep track of the amount.
New Business – Quarterly report due end of December to Diane, Jennifer will take care of this. UIL - Students participating in UIL events will need lunches provided. Shawn Walton made motion to pay for student lunches cost is $245.00 Carrian Kirk seconded the motion. Fruit bags – It was decided to give each student a fruit bag containing 1 apple 1 orange 1 candy cane and kisses. Carrian Kirk volunteered to order the fruit from Coats Grocery. Janet Pilkey volunteered to get the candy canes and kisses for the bags. We will fill 180 bags extras will be distributed to elderly members of the community when Jr High goes caroling. Bags will be filled on Dec. 16th at 3pm. Volunteers are needed. Laminator the school laminator went out and Mr. Bell has asked if the parents club will pay for half of the new machine. Shawn Walton made a motion to pay for half of the new machine or up to $420.00 on the new laminator Carrian Kirk seconded the motion.  UIL night Shawn Walton talked about having a UIL night to recognize UIL participates and winners along with one act play in Feb. or Mar. Jennifer Skiles – Jennifer Trowbridge asked about all of the hard work and dedication that Jennifer Skiles has done this year with our soccer program. She asked if we could give her a gift card like we did with Kim Lee and Mrs. Smith for there work. It was decided to give Jennifer Skiles a $100.00 gift card to Celebrity Spa and Salon in College Station. Janet Pilkey volunteered to get the card and deliver it to Jennifer. Playground equipment: Members discussed the options of what to purchase with money raised. Bench for outside, balance beams, and other playground equipment was mentioned. 
Committees Reports:  RIF:  Dec.18th will be a distribution date. Shawn ordered 1 book for each student plus a 30% pad. We have spent $453.88 and we have $550.12 left to spend. 262 books have been ordered. AKJ book order has not arrived but Shawn contacted them and we should receive the books before distribution date. Students will receive 1 book at this distribution. Activity will be a visit with Santa. Jennifer Trowbridge would like to get all invoices paid quickly to avoid late charges. All books will need to be stamped before distribution volunteers are needed. Box tops the contest started in November.  The class that turns in the most box tops will receive a popcorn party.  February is the last turn in date this school year.  Carrian made a motion to purchase a teeter totter for the elementary and a movable basketball goal and 3 balls for the JR High to be placed outside were the JR High can use it during lunch. Shawn Walton seconded the motion. Book Fair:  No update needed at this time; book fair will be in February. Soccer Update – $768.00 was made from soccer, supplies will need to be purchased for next year with the funds. This does not include the money made from soccer pictures. Wanda Lee has Brent Burns’s soccer picture and we decided to charge him $5.00 for this picture because it is a team photo only. All Photo money has not been turned in at this time. Changes will be made next year on how orders are placed and paid for.  Room parents – no update needed at this time.  Fundraising: Janet Pilkey stated that the fundraiser was a success and the top winner was Kolter Vinton he received a $50.00 gift card! Distribution will be December 18 at 1pm volunteers are needed. $6094.00 was collected for butter braid and cookie dough orders. At this time we do not know the amount of invoice for the purchase of the butter braid and cookie dough. Update will be given at the next meeting.
