Minutes of Meeting

Total sales $6,094.00 (did not include soccer or holiday shop due to the fact these were not fundraisers) Taxable sales 0. The state informed Jennifer that only 2 fundraiser may be held per year with out paying taxes on items sold.  Online Banking Jennifer has set this up and she will be the only person to access it. 
New Business – Committees Reports:  RIF:  First handout was Dec. 18th and it went well. Next distribution will be March 2nd. We will discuss details at the next meeting. Box tops - The deadline for the contest is Feb 20th. Jar High prize was discussed and original motion to purchase basketball hoop still stands without change. It was mentioned to place goal in the sight of the security camera. Boom box is now in Gym being used. Book Fair:  Will be in the gym.  Set up will be Monday 7pm after basketball game. $100.00 dollars in change will be provided to Angie Gaston along with change box. Janet Pilkey made a motion to purchase drinks and popcorn if needed Carrian Kirk seconded the motion and it carried. There will be lots of opportunities to volunteer at the book fair contact Angie to help.  List of events during book fair: Crazy sock day, Hula hoop contest, Klutz build a book, Pajama day, Frisbee contest, Hat day, Family night, lunch with loved one, and one for book contest with finale on Thursday. The money from parents will have to go through parents club account and will need a check to pay Bryan soccer league from parents club. This is at no cost to parents club.
