Minutes of Meeting

October 5, 2009

Committees Reports:  Shawn explained how the committees will give updates at each meeting when possible.  RIF:  Shawn Walton gave report on RIF; the distribution dates will be Dec. 18th, April 1st (this date may change due to Go Texan dates in March) and last week of May.  On these dates books will be distributed to all children.  Also there will not be books left over at the end of each year; guidelines allow all books to be distributed.  Box tops:  Kimberly Blakely reported. October 20 is the fall deadline, and she will start a contest in November.  The winning class will receive a pop corn party.  Book Fair:  Angie Gaston gave report.  Book Fair is scheduled for Feb. 9-11 of 2010.  The money made during this event will be used to purchase books only.  Angela Wilhite will serve as co-chair.  Soccer Update – Jennifer Skiles gave an update on soccer.  It was decided to destroy the old soccer goals that are rusted and to purchase new soccer equipment that is needed for next year at the end of this season when equipment goes on sale.  Soccer registration fees and soccer pictures will pay for all of the new equipment that will be purchased at the end of the season.  Kim Lee will take all soccer photos and receive a $50.00 gift card for her help.  Carrian Kirk made the motion for the $50 gift card and Janet Pilkey seconded the motion and it carried.  Vince Matthews donated Chalk and screws for new goals; please remember to thank him when you see him.  Jennifer Skiles will mat soccer photos and order thru Nations Photo Lab.  Room parents - Carrian Kirk gave her report.  Currently all classes with the exception of Pre-K have room parents for parties.  Fundraising:  Mrs. Baumann with Butter Braids gave a presentation with samples enjoyed by all.  Angie Gaston made a motion to sell butter braids and cookie dough as a fundraiser, Carrian Kirk seconded the motion and it carried.  Dates set for fundraiser are November 18 thru December 2 with the order due on December 7th.   Distribution will be on December 17.  Orders will arrive at 1 p.m. and sorted for pick up by 3 p.m.  Janet Pilkey requested volunteers for distribution date.  Photography:  Parents club currently takes pictures 3 times a year and sells pictures 2 times a year.  Mr. Bell mentioned purchasing a good camera with tripod that could be used for this purpose.  Carrian Kirk made the motion to buy a good camera and tripod for the parents club. Motion carried, Janet Pilkey volunteered to research prices and camera for the purchase.  Photography chair is open at this time.
Bylaws:  Shawn Walton went over each article of the bylaws.  Changes were discussed and will be made to be reviewed and voted on at the next meeting.  Some of the changes included two people counting money on major fundraisers, thumb drive purchase for secretary, to change bylaws it must be discussed at 3 meetings, dishonesty bond to cover officers and club, 

 Website:  Shawn Walton discussed creating a separate Gause Parents Club website thru GoDaddy.com.  The cost for a 3-yr plan is 179.61.  The website would have a link on the Gause ISD website.  Janet Pilkey made a motion to spend up to $179.61 to purchase a 3-yrs plan for a website, Carrian Kirk seconded the motion.   Motion carried.   A chair person will be added to maintain website.
Other:  Holiday shop:  Janet Pilkey talked about the idea of a holiday shop for children to purchase gifts for Christmas.  The company that she contacted will donate $150.00 in store credit to be distributed to children in need so that every child can participate.  This will not be a fundraiser.  Angie Gaston made the motion to have the holiday shop and Carrian Kirk seconded motion and it carried.  Dates will be December 16th and 17th.  Display will be on the cafeteria stage.  Volunteers have been requested.  Thumb drive – Carrian made a motion to purchase a 4g thumb drive for secretary use and Shawn Walton seconded the motion and it carried.  A cash box is needed for collecting money during fundraisers and soccer.  Carrian made a motion to purchase a cash box Angie Gaston seconded the motion and it passed.  Bond – Jennifer Skiles discussed the bond that was purchased to cover officers.  The bond will currently expire on Feb. 2012.  This will be added to bylaws to renew and maintain a dishonesty bond at all times for up to $25,000.
